Rein The join between
the rein

To adjust the total length of the reins, place them on the horse: 
OPEN THE BUCKLE OF THE REINS, SEPARATE THE TWO REINS 

(PASSING THEM THROUGH THE BIT, FROM THE INSIDE TO THE OUTSIDE) 
AND FASTEN THE BUCKLE.

Passing the reins 
through the bit, 
from the inside 

outwards.

With the horse's neck well stretched
the end of the reins must reach

the front edge of the saddle.

Attach the carabiner to the girth.
Adjust the length of the reins 
from the connector-regulator 

(where it is attached to the girth), 
until the desired length is reached, 

as often as necessary.

JUMPING

 COACHING RING ADJUSTMENT

In the Jumping version, 
the Soft Rein must be attached by the 

carabiner only, to the breastplate. 

OPTIONAL:

IF, EVEN WITH THE NECK STRETCHED AND THE CONNECTOR AT ITS MINIMUM ADJUSTMENT, THE REIN EXCEEDS

THE EDGE OF THE SADDLE: THE CONNECTOR CAN BE REMOVED AND ONLY THE CARABINER CAN BE USED.

ATTENTION:

IF THE REIN IS TOO SHORT TO REACH THE EDGE OF THE SADDLE, MAKE SURE THAT THE

CONNECTOR TO THE GIRTH IS AT ITS MAXIMUM LENGTH.

IMPORTANT:

ALWAYS ADJUST THE DESIRED SIZE FROM THE REGULATING CONNECTOR.

IN CASE YOU WANT TO MODIFY THE INITIAL LOCATION OF THE STOP RING, NEVER EXCEED THE MAXIMUM LIMIT

OF 60CM, TO AVOID THE REIN BEING TOO LONG AND THE CORD GETTING IN YOUR HANDS. SLIDE THEM THROUGH

THE CORD, FORWARD OR BACKWARD (ABOUT 10-15 CM). IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT BOTH COACHING

RINGS ARE PLACED SYMMETRICALLY AND BOTH AT THE SAME DISTANCE FROM THE ELASTIC JOINT.

IMPORTANT: 
The coaching rings must allways be at the same 

distance on both cords.

Once you have the correct length, undo the reins insert from the inside 
outwards to the bit, slip through the coaching-ring,

and then reattach the reins at the withers.

HAVING ADJUSTED THE SOFT REIN, THIS SHOULD

ALLOW THE HORSE´S HEAD TO BE BROUGHT

INTO THE DESIRED WORKING POSITION.

THE RIDER SHOULD HAVE

A SUITABLE  LENGTH OF REIN,

THE CORD SHOULD NOT BE

NEAR OF THE RIDER´S HANDS.

-ADJUSTMENT ON THE REGULATING CONNECTOR: SHORTEN OR LENGTHEN THE OVERALL LENGTH

OF THE REINS, THUS ADJUSTING THE POSITION OF THE COACHING-RING IN RELATION

TO THE HORSE'S HEAD. SHORTENING THE STRAP OF THE ADJUSTER-CONNECTOR BRINGS THE COACHING RING

CLOSER TO THE HORSE'S CHEST, THUS WORKING WITH THE HORSE IN A POSITION OF GREATER COLLECTION.

LENGTHENING THE STRAP OF THE REGULATOR-CONNECTOR BRINGS THE COACHING-RING

CLOSER TO THE HORSE'S MOUTH, SO THAT WE WORK WITH THE HORSE IN A MORE FORWARD HEAD POSITION.

-ADJUSTMENT ON THE COACHING RING ITSELF: THIS IS A SLIDING MOVEMENT OF THE RING ON THE CORD

ON WHICH IT IS MOUNTED. IT SERVES TO FINE-TUNE THE ADJUSTMENT WITHIN A FEW CM OF THE POSITION

IN WHICH YOU WANT TO WORK WITH THE HORSE, BUT IT DIRECTLY AFFECTS THE DISTANCE

OF THE RIDER'S HAND FROM THE JUNCTION OF THE LEATHER REINS WITH THE CORD,

SO THAT AN ADJUSTMENT OF THE COACHING RING TOO CLOSE TO THE JUNCTION

OF THE LEATHER REINS WITH THE CORD WILL MAKE IT EASIER FOR THE RIDER TO SLIP

THROUGH THE COACHING RING. IF THE COACHING RING IS ADJUSTED TOO FAR AWAY FROM

THE LUNGE TO THE CORD, THERE IS A RISK OF THE RIDER CATCHING THE REINS BY THE CORD.

THIS OPERATION MUST BE CARRIED OUT BY RELEASING THE CARABINER, 
SHORTEN OR LENGTHEN THE STRAP OF THE CONNECTOR-REGULATOR, AND 

REATTACH THE CARABINER TO THE GIRTH D-RING.

TYPES OF REGULATION FOR ADJUSTING THE REINS ON THE HORSE:

NOTE: IF YOU WISH TO ATTACH THE REINS TO THE SIDE 
OF THE GIRTH OR SADDLE, PURCHASE THE SIDE CONNECTION MODEL WITH 

A SECOND CONNECTOR AND CARABINER, TO FOLLOW THE SAME PROCEDURE.
